 2.
A cassette/CD stereo is available for use by instructors.  The Committee expects that all instructors use this system.  It is mandatory that ONLY the instructor or a parental designate use the stereo.  If using cassette, only one song per tape and that must be properly cued.  If using a CD there may be more than one song per disc, however disc should be clearly labeled with track numbers and names of dances.


The stereo system is checked prior to each session.  The Festival Committee cannot be held responsible for difficulties encountered related to POOR tape or CD quality.


No Coaching is allowed during performance.  Any coaching will result in disqualification.


3.
Age limits:  The age of the contestant shall be considered as of January 1, 2012.  In duets age is determined by oldest dancer and groups the age is determined by averaging their age in years only.  If the result averages a fraction up to and including one-half (1/2) year shall be disregarded (ie. an 8.5 year average will be considered 8 year average, and 8.51 will be considered a 9 year average.)

ENTRY FORMS:

Only one entry per form.  Fill in entry form completely.  Please give dancer's age in years as of 


January 1, 2012.  Proof of age may be required upon request.

Group entry must indicate names and ages of all contestants on the form and be averaged.



Group dances must be named.

Entry forms are to be completed and submitted by DANCE INSTRUCTORS ONLY and must be accompanied with a certified cheque or money order to cover all entries from that school.  (Entries must not be submitted by individual parents.)

-
There will be no refund on cancellations.

5. Competitors may enter only once in any one class number.

6. Recognized categories/classes are listed on the classification sheet.
7. Entries must be enrolled in the correct category.   Entries which are entered into inappropriate category will be adjudicated but will not be eligible for awards.  Competitors will be notified in writing that the adjudicator deemed the dance to be inappropriately entered and the competitor will be advised which class the dance should have been entered under.  If the competitor already has a dance enrolled in that class, the competitor will forfeit the higher mark of the two dances. 


8.
Novice (Solo or Duet) – dancers in their first year of Ukrainian dance instruction.  For Groups – greater than 75% are first year dancers.

9. The Festival Committee reserves the right to split or combine classes or age groups according to the number of entries received.

10. The Festival Committee is not responsible for any injury incurred during the Festival.

11.
Use of  FLASH CAMERAS, VIDEO CAMERAS/RECORDERS, in the theatre is NOT PERMITTED.


Entries will be disqualified if recording devices of any kind are used.\

12.
No applause during performance.

13.
Location of Festival - Lakeland College Theatre – Vermilion.

14 All awards will be awarded – see Festival Program for details.  Dance instructors are not eligible for awards.  Any group or duet in which an instructor dances is not eligible.  Adult entries are eligible only for medals but not awards. 


MEDALS  will be awarded to solos, duets and groups as follows:




GOLD

with a mark of 90 and over




SILVER

with a mark of 80 and over




BRONZE

with a mark of 75 and over,

Instructors will be responsible for notifying their students regarding award presentations.

17.
Age groups (other than choreography) will be as follows:



SOLOS – DUETS (determined by oldest dancer) – GROUPS (determined by average age over all)




Novice (1st year of dance)




6 years & under
13 - 14 years




7 - 8 years
15 - 16 years




9 - 10 years
17 - 18 years




11 - 12 years
Adults (19 years & over)


The group age is determined by the AVERAGE age of all members in the group to the nearest years.


*** ALL DECISIONS OF THE ADJUDICATOR WILL BE FINAL *** 

NO ONE, AT ANY TIME, WILL BE ALLOWED TO APPROACH THE ADJUDICATOR TO DISCUSS MARKS, RESULTS OR COMMENTS.  ALL COMMENTS/COMPLAINTS SHOULD BE DIRECTED TO THE FESTIVALS COORDINATORS.

18.
There is to be no talking during performance or adjudication.  Anyone whistling, cheering loudly or 
other demeaning behavior will not be accepted.  Persons will be warned and then asked to leave if the behavior continues.  Please make your Students aware of this.  No one will be allowed to enter or leave the auditorium while a competitor is dancing or during an adjudication.

19.
NO PROMPTING by anyone (including teachers) is permitted, competitor may be disqualified.

20.
Rehearsals on stage are NOT PERMITTED; this may result in disqualification.

21.
Entrants must be ready to dance as scheduled or they may be disqualified.  Instructors are reminded to 
advise the station supervisors of cancellations.  It is the instructors and students responsibility to check 
in (it is not the station supervisor's responsibility to find competitors.)  All performers must be ready to 
go on stage three entries before their own entry.  Dancers are to enter the stage area through the 
dancer’s entrance only. After competitors have completed their routine, they must remain backstage or 
in the designated area, line up, and be ready to be brought back on stage for adjudication.

22.
Dancers missing from groups must be announced.  Instructors, please keep the station supervisor 
informed.

23.
NO parents or children are allowed in the stage entrance or backstage area.  Only those people with 
particular need will be allowed in this area.  ie.  Committee officials, dance instructors, and entrants.  If 
your dancers are accustomed to starting in the wings they may do so, however, they will not be 
allowed backstage before their entry number is called.

24.
Change rooms will be provided.  Any dancer using the public washrooms will be disqualified from dancing.

NOTE TO PARTICIPANTS

In regards to the marking system of the Vermilion Ukrainian Dance Festival, prior to the beginning of the competition, the rules surrounding marking are reviewed with the Adjudicator.  In this discussion and review it is made clear that the Adjudicator is to mark on the competitor’s performance only.  Factors such as costuming, music and choreography, which are not always within the control of the performer, are not to be considered.  The Adjudicator may, if he/she chooses, comment on these factors on the adjudication CD.

It is the intent of this FESTIVAL to provide an opportunity for the participants to perform and to enhance their Ukrainian dance education.  The Festival strives to maintain, at all times, a positive and encouraging atmosphere.
