RUSTLERS FC TEAM GUIDELINES
1.
All uniforms (home and away) are supplied by the Meridian Youth Soccer Association.  Teams are to wear these uniforms for all games and tournaments.  No other uniforms are to be purchased by individual teams.

2.
Wind-suits - teams are to purchase the wind-suits that have been approved by the Meridian Youth Soccer Association Board of Directors.

3.
All Rustler FC Teams are to participate in the fundraisers as set out by the Rustlers FC Fundraising Committee to help meet the budget needs of each team.  Players will have the option of paying out their commitment as set out by the Fundraising Committee.

4.
Any extra items that teams wish to purchases (such as hoodies, toques, sweat pants, soccer bags, etc) shall be bought through the approved Rustler FC vendor.  Teams may fundraise or obtain sponsorships to aide with the purchase of these items.

All extra items must have the Rustlers FC logo on them. The sponsor's logo may also appear on the item as a means of advertising their sponsorship.

These extra items shall be the color of Rustlers FC which is navy or gold.

Any items that have not received approval from the Rustlers FC Club should be submitted so that approval can be obtained and other teams can be notified of these items and the pricing.

5.
Teams wishing to seek a sponsor for practice clothing may do so. This clothing does not have to bare the Rustlers FC logo and may only be worn for practice purposes.

Rustlers FC encourages any team seeking this type of sponsorship to approach the sponsor on behalf of all Rustlers FC teams.

6.
Teams wishing to attend more than the two (2) tournaments paid for may fundraise, or obtain sponsorship in order to attend. The Rustlers FC Club will pay for these tournaments and then bill the team entering the extra tournaments.

Please remember to budget in things such as coach’s expenses and a travel permit and if traveling outside of Saskatchewan.

7.
Players playing on a Rustlers FC team have the right, but not the obligation to play on a house league team.  If the Rustler FC player chooses the play on a house league team then the priority is to be to the house league game.  Players not honoring this will be disciplined.
8.
Players are suggested to try-out for their own age group and gender.  If the player wishes, upon the releasing coach’s support, may try out for another division.  If there are any disputes they will be settled by the MYSA board of directors.

9.
Any other issues / items not covered by these guidelines must be submitted to the Meridian Youth Soccer Board of Directors for approval.
